Meeting was called to order and the flag salute was conducted.

Discussion on Short Term Rentals:  
Mayor Russo read a note from Solicitor Agnellini (Solicitor Agnellini could not attend the meeting due to 
a conflict) into the record:  

Commissioner Leeds and I met last week regarding revisions to the existing ordinance to bring it 
in line with current requirements and to develop recommended revisions.  We will meet again 
next week and will keep you advised of the progress.  You may want to consider advising the 
public that no changes will be made, or at least effective, until after the 2019 summer season to 
provide some stability for the rental market since the summer rentals have already begun.  You 
may also want to consider a mechanism for obtaining input from the community. 

 
Commissioner Leeds also discussed short term rentals. Sheila Stone, manager for the Seaview 
Condominium Association discussed her concerns regarding short-term rentals. Mayor Russo requested 
that Ms. Stone memorialize her concerns and suggestions into writing and to present it to the governing 
body.

An Ordinance Amending Article VI – Street Construction Curbline to Property 
Line as it Pertains to Construction Along 22nd Avenue and Part of Atlantic  
Avenue in Chapter 147 – Streets and Sidewalks of the Code of the Borough of 
Longport, Atlantic County, New Jersey  
 
The purpose of this Ordinance is to coordinate construction within the sidewalk 
with the requirements as stated in Chapter 167-39 C. The additional purpose of 
this Ordinance is to require the installation of specific sidewalk brick within 
what is referred to as the ‘Governor’s Strip’ for only the properties fronting on 
22nd Avenue with the intent to maintain a historical appearance in the Block. 
The brick within the ‘Governor’s Strip’ will also apply to the corner properties at 
Atlantic and 22nd Avenue permitting the sidewalk brick to be constructed along 
the corner lot frontage with Atlantic Avenue.

Mayor Russo noted that money has been budgeted for this purpose in an upcoming bond  
ordinance. Engineer Carter also discussed the boat dock.  
 
Mayor Russo also discussed adding parking spaces near 16th Avenue. Engineer Carter discussed the 
addition of two handicapped parking spaces and regulating the time limit if permissible.  There was 
further discussion on this topic.  
 
Mayor Russo requested that the municipal clerk add a resolution to the next meeting for HUMVEEs 
through the LESO program.  
 
There were no additional Commissioners’ reports.  
 
ENGINEER’S REPORT 
Engineer Carter noted that the borough would soon accept bids for improvements to 29th Avenue. 
 
Engineer Carter discussed several bulkheads that were being repaired.   
 



 

 

Engineer Carter also discussed the beach maintenance plan and noted the need to discuss NJ Division of 
Fish and Wildlife restrictions on the beach at the next workshop meeting.  
 
Mayor Russo announced that the Clean Ocean Action Beach Sweep scheduled for April 13th had been 
canceled.
