A Resolution Granting Extended Use of Borough Sidewalks for Outdoor Dining 
 

    WHEREAS,   Due to the declared New Jersey State of Emergency and the Health State 
of Emergency in the effort to help stop the spread of the COVID-19 virus.  
 

WHEREAS, Given the hardship the covid-19 epidemic has caused the two restaurants 
in the Borough and the desire of the Governing Body to provide safe but flexible dining options 
for said establishments. 
  

WHEREAS, The COVID-19 health crisis is still a public emergency; however conditions 
are improving to the extent to permit, with the appropriate precautions, the re-opening of the 
Borough restaurants for outdoor dining. 

 
WHEREAS, The COVID-19 health crisis and the Executive Orders of the Governor 

continue to limit the indoor seating capacity of the Borough restaurants. 
 

 
 NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the Borough of 
Longport to grant extended use of the Borough sidewalk in front and next to the restaurants on 
Atlantic Avenue. This use is temporary and may be revoked anytime by the Borough 
Administrator.  The Borough will provide a pedestrian walkway through the existing parking 
spaces in front of the establishments.   This use is temporary and may be revoked at any time 
by the Borough Administrator. All outdoor seating must comply with the Governor’s Executive 
Orders and spacing as provided by CDC guidelines.  The restaurants may also put up 
temporary tents up on the sidewalk subject to the approval of the Chief of the Fire Department.   
This use is temporary and may be revoked at any time by the Borough Administrator.
