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Data shown on this map were derived from
storm surge inundation data created by the
Sea, Lake, and Overland Surges from
Hurricanes (SLOSH) model. SLOSH is usedto
calculate storm surge heights and the extents
of inundation for hurricane evacuation studies.
Hurricane storm surge heights are influenced
by many factors, including humicane intensity
(categorized by the Saffir-Simpson hurricane
wind scale, ranglng from1to 5) size (radius of
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
