This applica�on packet is for a Floodplain Development Permit.  This permit is to be completed by the applicant; the local Floodplain Administrator (FPA) will help 
fill in any missing informa�on.  Local par�cipa�on in the Na�onal Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) provides flood insurance to individuals at much lower 
premiums than could otherwise be purchased through private insurers.  In order for ci�zens to be eligible for the na�onal flood insurance rates, or for 
communi�es to receive certain kinds of federal monies, the community must agree to meet certain floodplain development standards.  This applica�on packet is 
a tool to ensure those standards are met.  Please keep in mind that depending on the type of development, you may be required to hire a surveyor, architect or 
engineer to help complete required forms.  

NFIP policies can be purchased from most insurance agents at the na�onal NFIP rate in par�cipa�ng communi�es.  The rates are determined by the flood risk 
zone in which you live, by the eleva�on of the lowest floor of your home, and other determining factors.  The rate should be the same regardless of which agent 
or agency sells you the insurance policy. All of Longport is located within a “Special Flood Hazard Area” on a flood map issued by the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA), therefore, you MUST obtain a Floodplain Development Permit prior to beginning the project.  This is a requirement of Longport’s' 
Flood Damage Preven�on Ordinance - Chapter 99. PLEASE NOTE:  There are penal�es for failing to do so, including high insurance rates. 

If you are proposing development of any kind (construc�ng a new building, adding on to an exis�ng building, clearing land, placing fill, grading land, mining, 
dredging, drilling, adding a fence, deck, shed and ordinary maintenance, etc.…) in a floodplain, you MUST submit this applica�on to your local FPA.  Depending 
upon the type of development you are proposing, addi�onal forms may be required.  For example, all new buildings in a Special Flood Hazard Area require an 
Eleva�on Cer�ficate to document that the lowest floor of the building is elevated to the defined flood protec�on eleva�on (DFE).  The DFE is a higher regulatory 
standard that the State of New Jersey has adopted! Longport’s FPA will help you determine the FPE. 

The Applicant will complete this packet and submit the informa�on to the atached forms.  The FPA will review the submission and determine, then no�fy 
applicant whether or not addi�onal informa�on is needed.  Once all required materials have been submited, the FPA will make a permi�ng decision and either 
issue (and may include condi�ons of approval) or deny the requested permit.   

The Applicant should understand that a Floodplain Development Permit is only a permit to complete the proposed development as outlined within Chapter 99.  
The Floodplain Administrator (FPA) or designee, will perform inspec�ons throughout the project, as well as when the project is completed to ensure that the 
development is compliant with the requirements of the Longport’s' ordinance. 

NOTE: All of the Borough of Longport is located within the Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA). All development including ordinary maintenance requires a 
Floodplain Development Permit. All buildings and structures must be constructed, elevated, or rehabilitated in accordance with the Interna�onal Residen�al 
Code 2018 NJ Edi�on; Interna�onal Building Code 2018 NJ Edi�on; NJ Uniform Construc�on Code; ASCE 24, and Borough Ordinance Chapter 15-37 Defini�ons; 
and Borough Ordinance Chapter 99 Flood Damage Preven�on Ordinance.
