BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMISSIONERS OF THE BOROUGH OF LONGPORT that: 

Borough of Longport Code Provision Chapter 129-2, addressing violation of the Borough 
Peace and Good Order, is hereby amended as follows: 
 
 
§ 129-2 Violations and penalties. 

[Amended 5-4-1983] 

[A violation of any of the provisions of this article shall constitute a breach of the peace.] Any 

person who shall violate any of the provisions of this article shall, upon conviction thereof, be 

subject to a fine not to exceed $500.00  $1,000.00 or a jail term in the county jail not to exceed 

90 days 6 months, or both, at the discretion of the sentencing judge, and each day that the 

violation under this article shall continue shall be deemed a separate violation under this article.
